RESOLUTION OF THE SENATE
Delivered on the 25" session held on 27" May 2026

on the Proposal for a Regulation of the European Parliament and of the Council
establishing a framework of measures for the acceleration of industrial capacity and
decarbonisation in strategic sectors and amending Regulations (EU) 2018/1724, (EU)
2024/1735 and (EU) 2024/3110 /Senate Print No. N 174/15, COM (2026) 100/

1. Supports, in general, the objectives of the proposal, namely strengthening the
competitiveness, resilience and modernisation of the European industry, in view
of the significant contribution of industry to the GDP of the Czech Republic;

2. However, emphasises, in line with the position of the Government, that achieving
the objectives of the proposal is conditional, inter alia, on the availability of
affordable energy for energy-intensive industries, this being a key factor
influencing their competitiveness;

3. Considers it important that requirements concerning the Union origin of
products, as well as the possibility of excluding suppliers from third countries from
participation in public procurement procedures, be targeted and proportionate, take
into account the specificities of individual sectors and do not undermine the
openness of the economy or the international obligations of the EU; at the same
time, the Senate points out that setting unrealistic requirements regarding Union
origin and low-carbon products may in certain sectors lead to increased costs and
reduced supply;

4. Shares, in this context, the Government’s reservations regarding the setting of
minimum shares of key components of Union origin in the construction of new
nuclear units, given the practical feasibility of such a requirement, as the current
availability of nuclear components originating in the Union is insufficient, which
may have a negative impact on ongoing and planned projects of Member States in
this field, including the planned expansion of the Dukovany nuclear power plant;

1. podporuje v obecné roving cile navrhu, jimiz jsou posileni konkurenceschopnosti,
odolnosti a modernizace evropského primyslu, a to s ohledem na vyznamny podil
prumyslu na tvorbé HDP v CR;

2. zdiraziiuje v8ak v souladu s pozici vlady, Ze naplnéni cili predlozeného navrhu je
podminéno mimo jiné cenové dostupnou energif pro energeticky naro¢nd odvétvi,
kterd je zasadnim faktorem ovliviiujicim jejich konkurenceschopnost;

3. povazuje za dileZité, aby poZadavky na unijni ptivod vyrobku, jakoZ i moZnost
vylou¢it z udasti v zaddvacim ftizeni dodavatele ze tfetich zemi, byly cilené
a ptiméfené, zohlediiovaly specifika jednotlivych odvétvi a nenaru$ovaly otevienost
ekonomiky ani mezinarodni zavazky LEU; souCasné upozorfiuje, Ze nastaveni
nerealistickych pozadavki na unijni plvod a nizkouhlikové vyrobky mize
v nékterych odvétvich vést ke zvySeni nakladi a omezeni nabidky;

4. sdili v této souvislosti vyhrady vlady ke stanoveni minimalnich podilii kli¢ovych
komponent ptivodem v Unii pii vystavbé novych jadernych bloki, a to s ohledem
na praktickou proveditelnost tohoto pozadavku, nebot dostupnost jadernych
komponent pivodem z Unie neni v soufasné dob& dostatend, coz muze mit
negativni dopad na probfhajici i planované projekty Clenskych stati v této oblasti,
véetné planovaného rozsifeni jaderné elektrarny Dukovany;
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vinima kriticky, v souladu s vladou, navrhovana pravidla pro velké zahraniéni
investice, kterd mohou sniZit atraktivitu EU pro investory a zvy$it administrativai
zatdz, coz by mohlo mit negativni dopad i na investiéni prostiedi v CR; soucasné
zdraznuje potichu zachovat piimdreny, transparentni a piedvidatelny ramec
pro provéfovani zahraniénich investic s klicovou roli élenskych stéti;

podporuje obeené zjednoduseni a zrychleni povolovacich procesi pro primyslové
projekty a jejich digitalizaci, jakoz i vytvaieni akceleratnich oblasti primyslové
vyroby; soudasnd viak povazuje za nutné vyjasnit fadu ustanoveni navrhu tak, aby
byla zajisténa dostatecna flexibilita pro clenské staty, stanoveny realistické Ihity
a odstranény praktické piekazky, které by mohly komplikovat implementaci,
napiiklad pokud jde o navrhované zavedeni jediné Zzadosti, na jejimz zikladé by
probéhl cely povolovaci proces,

vnima kriticky navrhovany rozsah zmocnéni Evropské komise k pfijimani akti
v pfenesené pravomoci a provad&cich akth, prostiednictvim nichz by mel byt akt
o akeelerdtoru primyslu déle doplilovan i upravovan, a to i pokud jde o klicové
prvky nafizeni; poZzaduje proto v souladu s vladou zpfesnéni jejich obsahu,
stanoveni jasnych pravidel a limitd pro jejich pfijimani a vymezeni podstatnych
prvkil piimo v nafizeni;

. zada vladu, aby Scnat do 30. 7zafi 2026 informovala o tom, jakym zplisobem

zohlednila toto usneseni, a o daldim vyvoji projednavani;

. povéiuje piedsedu Senétu, aby toto usneseni postoupil Evropské komisi.

Takes a critical view, in line with the Government, on the proposed rules on large
foreign direct investments, which may reduce the attractiveness of the EU for
investors and increase the administrative burden, which could also have a negative
impact on the investment environment in the Czech Republic; at the same time,
the Senate emphasises the need to maintain a proportionate, transparent and
predictable framework for the screening of foreign investments, with a key role for
Member States;

Supports, in general, the simplification and acceleration of permitting procedures
for industrial projects and their digitalisation. as well as the creation of industrial
acceleration areas; however, the Senate considers it necessary to clarify a number
of provisions of the proposal in order to ensure sufficient flexibility for Member
States, set realistic time limits and to remove practical obstacles that could
complicate implementation, for example as regards the proposed introduction of
a single application on the basis of which the entire permitting procedure would
be carried out;

Takes a critical view on the proposed scope of the European Commission’s
empowerment to adopt delegated and implementing acts through which the
Industrial Accelerator Act would be further supplemented or amended, including
key clements of the Regulation; therefore calls, in line with the Government, for
the content of such acts to be specified, for clear rules and limits for their adoption
to be established, and for essential elements to be defined directly in the
Regulation;

Requests the Government to inform the Senate no later than on 30" September
2026 about the way this Resolution was taken into account and about the further
developments of negotiations;

Authorises the President of the Senate to forward this Resolution to the Furopean
Commission.
