Sanditamiskombestiku koost6okogu on nous taotluse sisuga
ja soovib esitada Eesti mardi- ja kadrisandis kdimise tava
UNESCO vaimse kultuuriparandi esindusnimekirja.

Sanditamiskombestiku  koostéékogu on  vabatahtlikkuse alusel  kokku  tulnud
sanditamiskogukondade esinduskogu, mille liikmed seisavad hea sanditamistraditsioonide
elujdulisuse ja alalhoidmise eest. Koosto6kogusse kuuluvad erinevate kogukondlike gruppide
(sh perede, riihmade, kiilade jm) ja asutuste (sh haridus-, teadus- ja maluasutuste) liikkmed
erinevatest Eesti piirkondadest, kes kdik esindavad sanditamise kogukonda lle Eesti.

Sanditamiskombestiku koosto6kogu moodustati 2023. aasta martsis, pool aastat enne kutsuti
avaliku Gleskutse kaudu liituma koiki sanditamiskombestikust huvitatud inimesi. Sihipdrane
koostt6 sanditamistraditsiooni kandjate ja esindajate vahel on toimunud aga juba 2018.
aastast, mil sai alguse Hakkame santima! aktsioon — see on olnud platvorm kogukondade
kokku toomiseks, koolitamiseks, traditsiooni edasiandmiseks vajaliku vdljaselgitamiseks.

Koostookogu saab kokku vajadusepGhiselt kas veebis voi flusiliselt ning arutleb
sanditamiskombestiku plisimajaamist ja elujdulisust toetavaid tegevusi. Koostodkoguga on
pidevalt voimalik k&igil huvilistel liituda ja sellekohane teave on avalikult Gleval.

Koost66kogu eesmark on hoida oma parandit elavas kasutuses ja anda seda edasi pdlvest
pdlve. Koostdokogu analiitsib ja selgitab valja, millised tegevused aitavad nende teadmiste ja
oskuste pusimajaamisele kodige enam kaasa ja tegutseb nende rakendamise nimel.
Koostdokogu arutlustest kasvas vélja plaan esitada sanditamiskombestik UNESCO vaimse
parandi esindusnimekirja kui kogukonnale omane ja oluline vaimne kultuuripadrand.

Kogukonnaga koost66s on Eesti Folkloorindukogu alates 2019. aastast kutsunud inimesi Ules
osalema sanditamise rahvaloendusel, kus saab ennast kirja panna mardi- ja kadrisanditamas
kdijana. Keskmiselt registreerib end igal aastal Ule 5000 mardi- ja kadrisandi, kes
moodustavad lile 600 jooksva mardi- ja kadripere. End rahvaloendusel kirja pannud
sanditajate hulk on aktiivne osa sanditajate kogukonnast, kes soovib ja saab end
traditsioonikandjana lles anda ja teab sellest vGimalusest. Lisaks sanditajatele kuuluvad
sanditamise kogukonda ka vastuvotvad pered, sest mardi- ja kadrisantimine on alati dialoog
kahe osapoole vahel. Igal aastal jduavad rahvaloendusel registreerunud sanditajad keskmiselt
5000 vastuvGtva osapoole juurde.

2022. aasta sanditamise rahvaloendusel oli koikidel inimestel vGimalus registreerimisvormi
kaudu teada anda oma soovist ja ndusolekust esitada sanditamiskombestik UNESCO vaimse
parandi esindusnimekirja. 81,5% vastanutest soovis vaga, et Eesti mardi- ja kadrisandis
kdimise komme esitataks UNESCO vaimse parandi esindusnimekirja, 17,2% oli selle suhtes
neutraalne ja 1,3% selle vastu. 7-palli skaalal hindasid kdik vastanud Eesti mardi- ja kadrisandis
kdimise kombe jBudmise olulisust UNESCO vaimse parandi esindusnimekirja kokkuvé&tvalt
hindega 6, kus 48,4% pidas seda vaga oluliseks, 1,3% tdiesti ebaoluliseks,

The Collaborative Assembly on Mumming agrees with the content of the application and
wishes to nominate the Estonian practice of mumming and masking on St. Martin’s Day
and St. Catherine’s Day to the UNESCO Representative List of Intangible Cultural
Heritage of Humanity. '

The Collaborative Assembly on Mumming is a representative body of mumming communities,
assembled on a voluntary basis, whose members stand for the vitality and safeguarding of
good mumming traditions. The Collaborative Assembly is made up of members of various
community groups (including families, groups, villages, etc.) and institutions (including
educational, research and memory institutions) from different regions of Estonia, all
representing the mumming community throughout Estonia.

The Collaborative Assembly on Mumming was formed in March 2023. Six months prior to this,
a public call irvited all people interested in mumming to join. However, the cooperation
between the bearers and representatives of the mumming tradition has already been ongoing
since 2018, when the campaign Let's mum! began - a platform to bring communities together,
train them, and identify what is needed to pass on the tradition.

The Collaboratve Assembly meets as needed, either online or physically, and discusses
activities to support the survival and viability of the mumming community. It is open to all
interested parties on an ongoing basis and information is publicly available.

The aim of the Assembly is to keep our heritage alive and to pass it on from generation to
generation. It analyses and identifies the activities that best contribute to safeguarding their
knowledge and skills and works to implement them. From the discussions of the Assembly, a
plan emerged to nominate the mumming tradition to the UNESCO Representative List of
Intangible Cultural Heritage as an intrinsic and important living heritage of the community.

In cooperation with the community, the Estonian Folklore Council has, since 2019, invited
people to take part in the census of mumming, where you can register as a St. Martin’s Day
and St. Catherine’s Day mummer. On average, more than 5,000 St. Martin’s Day and St.
Catherine’s Day mummers register every year, making up more than 600 families of St.
Martin’s Day ard St. Catherine’s Day mummers. The number of mummers who have registered
at the census is an active part of the mumming community who are willing and able to register
as bearers of the tradition and are aware of this opportunity. In addition to the mummers, the
mumming community also includes host families, as St. Martin’s Day and St. Catherine’s Day



mumming is always a dialogue between two parties. Each year, on average, 5,000 host parties
are reached by mummers who register in the census.

In the 2022 census on mumming, everybody had the opportunity to indicate their wish and
consent to submit the mumming tradition to the UNESCO Representative List of Intangible
Cultural Heritage through a registration form. 81.5% of the respondents were very much in
favour of Estonia’s St. Martin’s Day and St. Catherine’s Day mumming customs being inscribed
on the UNESCC Representative List of Intangible Cultural Heritage, 17.2% were neutral and
1.3% were against. On a 7-point scale, all respondents rated the importance of Estonia’s
tradition of St. Martin’s Day and St. Catherine’s Day mumming on the UNESCO Representative
List of Intangible Cultural Heritage as 6, with 48.4% considering it very important and 1.3% not
at all important.

As the representative organisation of the community that bears the mumming custom, the
Collaborative Assembly on Mumming has been actively involved in the drafting of the text of
the application and in discussions on the content. It agrees with the content of the application.
We believe that the inscription of the tradition of St. Martin’s Day and St. Catherine’s Day
mumming on the UNESCO Representative List of Intangible Cultural Heritage will strengthen
and bring closer the mumming community and thereby support the survival and transmission
of this phenomenon from generation to generation.
