JOINT DECLARATION OF INTENT ON THE PARTICIPATION OF
CZECH REPUBLICINTHE EUROPEAN NETWORK
REMEMBRANCE AND SOLIDARITY

The Office of the Government of the Czech Republic declares that the Czech Republic,
sharing the principles and objectives set out in the Declaration establishing the European
Network Remembrance and Solidarity of 2 February 2005 (hereafter referred to as the
Declaration), joins the European Network Remembrance and Solidarity (ENRS). The
Federal Government Commissioner for Culture and the Media of the Federal Republic of
Germany, the Minister of Interior of Hungary, the Minister of Culture and National
Heritage of the Republic of Poland, the Minister of Culture of Romania and the Minister
of Culture of the Slovak Republic, representing the member countries of the European
Network Remembrance and Solidarity, are pleased to acknowledge and accept the
participation of the Czech Republic in the European Network Remembrance and
Solidarity.

The participants who sign this annex have come to the understanding that in accordance
with the Declaration of 2 February 2005, each participant will appoint its coordinator for
ENRS. The coordinators of all the participants constitute the Steering Committee, which
is a decision-making body of the ENRS. The ENRS Steering Committee will make its
decisions through a consensual process. Furthermore, every participant will appoint two
representatives to ENRS advisory bodies, i.e. the Advisory Board and the Academic
Council. Each participant may delegate an employee, at its own expenses, to the ENRS
Secretariat in Warsaw, which is headed by the director appointed and dismissed by the
Minister of Culture and National Heritage of the Republic of Poland, after approval [upon
request] of the ENRS Steering Committee.



The participants emphasise that they will support the development of the European
Network Remembrance and Solidarity and that they strive to equip the Network with a
permanent legal and organisational framework.
