Tree lungwort (Lobaria pulmo-
naria) is the most well-known
lichen in Estonia and relative-
ly easy to spot. Tree lungwort
grows in old forests on decid-
uous trees, mainly aspen, ash
and maple. This protected spe-
cies is spread all over Estonia.
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Although there are many
sites, populations are gen-
erally small and fragment-
ed. Tree lungwort is used
as an indicator of native
forests and key habitats. It
is under continuous threat
of habitat loss.

== Coastal defence batteries

During the Tsarist era, a border
guard post was created on Pitkani-
na, the southern tip of the island.
Border guards were stationed
there to stop illegal smugglers at
sea (alcohol from Prussia and salt
from Sweden). The battery was
built near the old outpost.

In 1940, 125 Russian soldiers took

over the post. By 1941, three coast-

al batteries with 130 mm cannons
brought from the Leningrad region
were completed, two of which were
destroyed in German air raids. The Ger-
mans occupied Abruka on October 3,
1941. The Estonian Rifle Corps returned
to Abruka on October 9, 1944. A Latvian
construction battalion was immediate-

Coastal meadows are areas influenced
by the sea and often flooded during
high water. For centuries they have
been the place for animals to graze so
they are also called beach pastures.

Coastal meadows stretch along the
coast and are characterized by salt-lov-
ing vegetation that tolerates flooding.
Peculiar places in the beach meadow
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MERISK (Haematopus ostralegus), FOTO: KRISTIAN PIKNER

are mineral licks where plants
grow in soil with high salinity. Open
coastal meadows are an important
nesting place for shorebirds (north-
ern lapwing, oystercatcher, black-
tailed godwit, redshank).

Grazing keeps coastal meadows
from getting overgrown with
shrubs and turning into reed fields.

== Linden of Lippmaa

Teodor Lippmaa (1892-1943) was
a noted Estonian botanist and
phytogeographer. Lippmaa’s in-
terests in the field of science were
wide-ranging: on the one hand,
botanical-ecological (plant geog-
raphy and ecology), and on the
other, plant biochemical and phys-
iological (plant pigments).

His greatest contribution to plant
ecology on a global scale was his

theory on the stratification of plant
communities. His expeditions to the is-
land of Abruka in 1931, 1934, 1935 and
1937 played an important role in its de-
velopment. Abruka’s deciduous broad-
leaved forest with its complex structure
prompted the scientist to study it layer
by layer (tree, shrub, herb, moss, etc.).
Lippmaa’s foreign-language articles
about Abruka’s nemoral forest put this
small island on the map of global sci-
ence.

== Islet of Linnusitamaa

Abruka and its surrounding islets
have a north-south shape due to
retreating glaciers. Abruka is sur-
rounded by three large islets - Va-
hase, Kasselaid and Linnusitamaa.

Linnusaar or Linnusitamaa or Lin-
nusita island is a small 4.8 ha islet
approx. 300 m south of Abruka.

The unique name comes from the
16th century, when sailors walking
along the coast saw large drop-
pings on the rocks. They mockingly

called it Linnusitamaa, the Bird Shit
Land. The name was later made official.

The island is important for birds such as
ringed plovers, little terns, Arctic terns,
common terns, sandwich terns, Caspian
terns, common redshanks, pied avocets
and lesser black-backed gulls.

Visiting the island is prohibited from
April 15 to July 31, except for monitor-
ing and rescue work, research activities
carried out with the consent of the own-
er, and state defense activities.
