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	[bookmark: _Hlk212719287]Chapter 49 was not intended to be covered by EUDR in the first place. No impact assessment was conducted for this class of products, and the Regulation is consequently completely at odds with the way the book and press publishing and retail sectors work. Books, magazines and newspapers are not simple commodities, but products with special cultural, educational, democratic and societal value. Their position far downstream in the supply chain and their negligible weight in the overall wood consumption make the obligations imposed utterly disproportionate. Bringing chapter 49 into the scope introduces the risk of businesses being forced to destroy millions of books while press freedom and pluralism would significantly decline at a time when our information space is polluted by disinformation and foreign interference.
