FROM: The Free and Informed Citizens of the Republic of Bulgaria, represented by Non-
Governmental Organizations

SUBJECT: Postponement of the date for the Republic of Bulgaria's accession to the Eurozone until
clarification of the circumstances outlined below.

LADIES AND GENTLEMEN,

According to Article 1, paragraph (3) of the Constitution of the Republic of Bulgaria, no part of the
people, political party, or any other organization, state institution, or individual may usurp the exercise
of the people’s sovereignty!

Regarding the upcoming accession of Bulgaria to the Eurozone of the European Union, it is crucial to
note that the replacement of the national currency with another—supranational in its political and legal
essence—constitutes a renunciation of sovereignty. According to the Bulgarian Constitution, this

authority belongs to the sovereign of state power—the Bulgarian people—who may exercise it directly

or through the organs provided for in the Constitution.
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When there is a conflict between the will of the people and the will of governing bodies, the will of the
people shall prevalil, as it is the original sovereign. If the actual will of the sovereign is unclear, it must
be established through an official consultation (referendum).

The national currency of the Republic of Bulgaria—the LEV—is not only an expression of economic
but also of full state sovereignty and has a direct symbolic connection to the LION in our national coat
of arms. Therefore, it is unacceptable for it to be replaced by a supranational currency without the
explicit authorization of the entirety of the Bulgarian people, as the ultimate holder of sovereignty. This
is clearly stated in Article 1, paragraph (3) of the Constitution of the Republic of Bulgaria, which
declares that no part of the people, political party or organization, state institution or individual may
usurp the exercise of the people’s sovereignty!

Therefore, if there is a reasonable assumption—or even just a reasonable doubt—that the people as a
whole oppose the replacement of the national currency with a supranational one, then it is imperative
to consult the PEOPLE explicitly and allow them to clearly and unequivocally express their will on the
matter.

The decision must belong to the people, as the sovereign, and not to any institution, including the
National Assembly!

This is because, in the present situation, the will of the people aligns with the Constitution, while the
will of the governing institutions is in conflict with it. Consequently, the people’s will must take
precedence. If this is not done—if there is no nationwide authorization of the National Assembly’s
decision—then under the Bulgarian Constitution, unlike in some others, that decision will be
unconstitutional, invalid, and directly void due to lack of specific empowerment and competence!

1. We would like to express politely, yet firmly, our concern and objections as citizens and non-
governmental organizations regarding the illegitimate signing of the Lisbon Treaty by Mr. Ivailo Kalfin,
then Minister of Foreign Affairs of the Republic of Bulgaria in 2007. This act, through a long list of
violations and crimes, has led to the false and distorted process of Bulgaria’s accession to the
Eurozone.

Article 158 of the Bulgarian Constitution was violated. According to Article 158, points 3 and 4, only
the Grand National Assembly has the authority to enact legislative acts that: change the form of state
structure; alter the sovereignty and participation of Bulgaria in supranational unions when this leads to
the transfer of essential competencies to another subject. The Lisbon Treaty effectively changes state
sovereignty by annulling the 2005 Treaty establishing the European Community—signed by
Bulgaria—and imposing, in essence, the principles of the “European Constitution Project” previously
rejected in referenda in Ireland, the Netherlands, and France. It establishes legal personality for the
EU, gives primacy to European institutions (including the European Commission and Court of Justice
of the EU) over national legislation in areas such as the economy, defense, and foreign policy;
introduces obligations, including military (Article 42 §7 of TEU), and a common economic policy not
approved via national referendum.

Signing this treaty without the approval of the Grand National Assembly constitutes an overreach of
executive power, deception of the Bulgarian people—who were neither duly informed nor consulted
through a national referendum—and deception of other EU member states by misrepresenting
Bulgaria's consent without a constitutionally valid procedure. It violates European principles of
democracy, transparency, and subsidiarity.
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Signing an international treaty that fundamentally changes the country's status and governance
without the required constitutional procedure renders the signing legally ineffective and exposes the
state to long-term dependency, loss of sovereignty, and illegitimacy in international relations.

WE DEMAND:

1) That the Prosecutor’s Office of the Republic of Bulgaria and the European Public Prosecutor’s
Office initiate an investigation into the actions of Ivailo Kalfin for potential state crime, fraud, or
constitutional violation, in accordance with the Criminal Code and international law.

2) That the Constitutional Court examine the validity of the Lisbon Treaty’s signing in light of Article
158 of the Constitution.

3) That the National Assembly form a temporary commission to investigate the accession process to
the Lisbon Treaty and its consequences for national sovereignty.

4) That EU citizens and institutions of member states be informed that the Lisbon Treaty was signed
on behalf of Bulgaria in contradiction to its supreme law, raising doubts about the legitimacy of
Bulgaria's participation in the EU’s post-2009 institutional mechanisms.

2. We, the free and informed citizens of the Republic of Bulgaria, believe that the data used as a basis
for the convergence report have been manipulated by the authorities. The National Statistical Institute
(NSI) officially reported inflation of 3.1% for 2024, but actual prices of goods and services rose by 2%
to 40% just in January 2025. This discrepancy was not properly investigated, and a request for access
to primary data was denied. We have similar doubts regarding the officially declared budget deficit—
reported as 3%—but through accounting tricks such as deferred payments and an unplanned loan of
19 billion BGN in 2025, the real deficit, according to our information, exceeds 5%. This practice is not
new in the EU—for example, the case of Greece in 2010, which entered a severe financial crisis due
to similar manipulations and still suffers the consequences.

The economic indicators in the ECB and EC convergence reports do not reflect the actual socio-
economic condition of Bulgarian citizens. Inflation, external debt, unstable banking environment, and
covert fiscal governance have been distorted to serve purely political interests.

WE DEMAND:

5) Immediate temporary suspension of the Eurozone accession process until an independent expert
review with active participation of civil organizations and experts is carried out;

6) Investigation and identification of those responsible for the manipulation of data and prosecution
of the perpetrators and instigators for this crime against the Bulgarian and European peoples and
EU institutions;

7) Removal from office and prosecution of the identified individuals and instigators responsible for
this crime.

3. The European Union is built on the principles of democracy, transparency, and the rule of law.
Imposing irreversible political and economic decisions without genuine popular consent is a serious
precedent that undermines trust in the Union. We, the free and informed citizens of Bulgaria, with
deep concern and responsibility for the future of our country and the EU, inform you of the following:

The Acting Chairwoman of the National Assembly, Ms. Natalia Kiselova, refused to allow the

consideration and voting on a Referendum regarding the date of the Republic of Bulgaria's accession

to the Eurozone of the European Union. While respecting her refusal, we accept it as a sign of

professionalism and as an irrefutable acknowledgment that this National Assembly lacks the

necessary competence to vote on such an act, due to its lack of legitimacy and the manipulated /
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vote—established by Decision Ne1/13.03.2025 under Constitutional Case Ne33/2024 and joined with
Cases Ne34/2024, Ne35/2024, Ne36/2024, and Ne37/2024 of the Constitutional Court—which declared
the election of Members of Parliament to be void, albeit only partially.

The partial annulment of the elections can be presumed to be the result of pressure and repression on
the Constitutional Court judges, as they failed to review the remaining 10,000 polling stations without
providing justification to the public.

Therefore, we demand:

Within 72 hours of receiving this letter,
the European Commission must take the necessary steps to temporarily suspend the
accession process of Bulgaria to the Eurozone.

Otherwise:

If no administrative actions are taken within the specified timeframe, and no official confirmation is
received, civil organizations will refer, in defense of national and human sovereignty and the rule of
law, to Article 33 of the UN Charter, Article 1, para. 3 of the Bulgarian Constitution, and Article 1, para.
3 of the New York Convention of 1958, Articles 3 and 7 of UNCITRAL, for the nullification of the
Lisbon Treaty and all other treaties or ideologies derived from it—including the Schengen Agreement
and the Eurozone Accession Treaty—as instruments aiming at the total destruction of European
nation-states.

We have information from social media indicating repression against arbitration courts and
complainants. Any form of repression will be considered a political crime in continuation of crimes
identified under the Law Declaring the Communist Regime Criminal, Art. 2, para. 1, item 8, and
following.

The National Assembly cannot issue a decision on holding a Referendum, as it is a directly interested
party in this case.

In conclusion, we state that through deceptive means and the Lisbon Treaty, a political and economic
coup has been executed over the peoples of the EU, providing ample grounds for declaring null and
void all resulting agreements: Agenda2030-2050, the “Green Deal,” and the Schengen Treaty—
based on:

Article 49 of the Vienna Convention on the Law of Treaties (1969): Fraud

If a state has been induced to conclude a treaty by the fraudulent conduct of another
negotiating state, it may invoke the fraud as a ground for invalidating its consent to be
bound by the treaty.

Any dispute or claim arising from or related to this invitation or its breach shall be resolved by
arbitration under its International Arbitration Rules.
